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The Nordic Church in Liverpool
The Liverpool International Nordic Community (LiNC) is very pleased to announce that the management responsibility for the Gustaf Adolf church building in Liverpool has been handed over to us by the Swedish Church Abroad. In order for this transfer to proceed, the LiNC Charity has taken advantage of the opportunity offered by Swedish Church Abroad to purchase the adjacent church car park for a reduced market price of approximately 1m SEK. 

The religious part of the old Swedish Seamen’s Church will be governed by a new trust, the “Nordic Church in Liverpool Trust”, which at the moment is in the hands of the UK Charity Commission.

This will enable us to continue the activities of the church as they have been carried out in our historic Grade II* listed building, since the church was built in Liverpool, by architect W.Caroe, 126 years ago.

The car park is vital for the far travelling parishioners in our congregation. Parking is very difficult in our area of Liverpool, the church being so near the famous Liverpool World Heritage Waterfront Site and as a consequence parking fees are prohibitive.
The charity has, of course, had to start a LiNC Car Park Appeal for donations to help pay off the bank loan we are taking out. We are pleased to say however that we have already had some significant donations from our congregation as well as some very welcome contributions from friends in Sweden. 
We are delighted that the charity is now able, after almost 3 years of uncertainty, to look forward to a continued prosperous and fulfilling future.
We will continue to hold worship services along with all the social and cultural activities that have been carried out during this period of uncertainty. The programme is already in place for our celebration of Lucia in the Anglican Cathedral and the Christmas Bazaar. All our regular activities are taking place – language classes, LiNC film club, social gatherings, handicraft club, ladies’ nights, Wednesday lunches, student evenings – and we fully intend to develop these further.

We are very pleased that the Swedish Church in London will be responsible for the pastoral care and will be sending a minister to our church on a regular basis in order that we can continue to have full communion services, although, regrettably these may not be as frequent as we would like.
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
